Limax cf maculatus     -  this slug is an established, dull yellowish gren mottled alien whose identity needs confirmation by dissection, probably becoming widespread,  2 individuals under a log  with the following 2 slugs :

Arion cf rufus               -    a large slug often black with a bright red foot fringe, common in gardens 
Arion hortensis            -  a small black slug with an orange foot, a native pest    
Aegopinella nitidula   - (Smooth glass snail), common in sheltered wild and cultivated places one live and one dead  
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Molluscs  continued :

Trochulus striolatus (Strawberry snail)  native in various usually unkempt sites, eg woods and gardens where it can be a pest

Monacha cantiana  (Kentish snail) Introduction possibly late Roman ; likes coarse vegetation eg roadside verges;   one live

Cepea hortensis (White-lipped snail)  one of two polymorphically banded largish helicid snails in Britain, one live

Cornu aspersa (Garden snail)  dead shell

Diptera (true flies)  recorded by Martin Matthews

Chloromyia  formosa   - a ‘soldier fly’,  very common
